SUBJECT: Policy Letter #18 (Revoking Concealed Firearms Policy of CG/CoS Policy #0-20) 

 

 

1.  On 7 January 2011, the President signed the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal 

Year 2011.  Section 1062 of this law prohibits any Department of Defense policy that regulates 

otherwise lawful acquisition, possession, ownership, carrying, or other use of privately owned 

firearms and other weapons off the installation.  Therefore effective 7 January 2011, the CG 

revoked the Concealed Firearms Policy memorandum (CG/CoS Policy #0-20).  While on 

military installations, Soldiers are required to follow USARAK Regulation 190-1.  While off 

military installations, Soldiers are required to follow Alaska law. 

 

2.  Carrying of concealed firearms may represent a significant risk to the safety and welfare of 

Soldiers in this command.  I am concerned that, due to the revocation of the concealed carry 

policy memorandum, Soldiers may be unaware of their legal limitations and responsibilities 

concerning carrying concealed weapons.  It is not my intent to encourage or discourage informed 

decisions to carry concealed weapons in accordance with local law and Army regulations.  

Leaders at all levels are to inform Soldiers of the potential risks and the law in this area.
