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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT: United States Army Alaska (USARAK) Policy on Drunk Driving (CG/CoS Policy
#0-15)

1. Drunk driving is of grave concern to all USARAK soldiers. Not only does drunk driving
imperil the lives of innocent soldiers, family members, and civilians, it also detracts from
mission readiness and discredits our military service within the Alaskan community when
engaged in by our soldiers. Drunk driving is a serious concern for the citizens of Alaska as well.

2. Recognizing the seriousness of this misconduct, I adopt the following policy: in accordance
with Army Regulation 190-5, any USARAK soldier in the rank of Corporal or above will
automatically receive a General Officer Memorandums Of Reprimand (GOMOR) whenever such
soldier (1) is convicted of intoxicated driving or driving under the influence ot alcohol or other
drugs either on or off the installation; (2) refuses to take or fails to complete a lawfully requested
test to measure alcohol or drug content of the blood, breath, or urine, either on or oft the
installation, when there is a reasonable belief of driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs;
(3) drives or is in physical control of a motor vehicle on post when the blood alcohol content 1s
0.80 percent or higher, irrespective of other charges, or off post when the blood alcohol content 1s
in violation of State laws, irrespective of other charges; or (4) drives or is in physical control of a
motor vehicle, either on or off the installation, when chemical tests reveal the presence of illegal

drugs.

3. All commanders are reminded that they may always request issuance of a GOMOR for a
junior soldier who commits a drunk driving offense, or for any soldier who engages 1n

inappropriate conduct.

4. A reprimand issued pursuant to this policy shall be administrative in nature, independent of
any UCMLJ action, other administrative action, or judicial action undertaken by the State ot

Alaska or any other legal jurisdiction.
