METHOD OF MEASUREMENT

PART 1  GENERAL

1.01
SCOPE:  The quarters in this contract may have differing site conditions in that the square footages shown in Exhibit 1, 2, 3 Bldgdata-2001 (Schedule of Square footage), and Exhibit 1, 2, 3-Drawings, of the specifications may vary from quarters to quarters within each type.  The Government will make no adjustments in the contract price for field variations within the tolerance of +3%.  Contractors should prepare their bids accordingly.

A.
Wall Surfaces:  Measured to the nearest inch (+) from corner of wall to adjacent corner of wall times the distance from the ceiling to floor, excluding window area and including door surface area.

B.
Floor Surfaces:  Measured to the nearest inch (+) from wall to opposite wall times adjacent wall to opposite wall.

C.
Ceilings:  Measured to the nearest inch (+) from wall to opposite wall times adjacent wall to opposite wall.

D.
Cabinets and Shelving:  Measured to the nearest inch (+).

E.
The square footages for walls, ceiling, and floor areas for each type of quarters are shown in the Exhibit 1, 2, 3-Drawings, of the specifications.  The window, door dimensions, and trim square foot totals are also shown in Exhibits 1, 2, 3 Bldgdata - 2001.  

1.
For bid items listed by quarters, the Contractor will be paid based solely on the unit prices listed in the price schedule.  For bid items listed by square footages, the Government will issue work orders on the amount of square feet to be completed.  

2.
Bidders shall include the preparation and painting of all surfaces ordered for painting when figuring their price.

3.
The trim square foot totals listed in Exhibits 1, 2, 3 Bldgdata – 2001 are for information purposes only and will not be used to compute payment.  Trim areas are included in the square footages for walls.  

4.
For bid items listed as square footages, payment will be based solely on the square footages for walls, ceilings, and floor areas listed in the Exhibits 1, 2, 3 Bldgdata – 2001  of the Technical Specifications.  

5.
No additional square footages, difficulty factors, etc. will be allowed pertaining to trim and doors for the purpose of computing payment.  Therefore, bidders should adjust their price per square foot to reflect any difficulty factors, additional work, additional square footages, etc., associated with the preparation and painting of trim and doors.  (CAUTION: See paragraph F.)

F.
Under no circumstance will the Government be liable for payment to the Contractor for more square footage than is shown.  For wall, ceiling and floor square footages in Exhibits 1, 2, 3 Bldgdata – 2001, within the prescribed tolerance (+3%), due to the potential of variances within various quarters types.

G.
Quarters Payment:  The following table will be used to calculate payment for whole quarters which the Government orders for painting (See figure 1 for example).
