Nails and Staples:  Four of each kind of nail and staples to be used and with description of application for each.

G.
Miscellaneous bolts and screws, lag and toggles:  Four of each kind of bolt, screw, lag and toggles to be used and with description of application for each.

DELIVERY AND STORAGE:

A.
Delivery and Storage:  Deliver materials to site in undamaged condition.  Stack lumber and millwork to insure proper ventilation and drainage.  Protect materials against dampness before and after delivery.  Store under cover in well-ventilated enclosure, not exposed to extreme changes of temperature and humidity.

PRODUCTS:

2.01
MATERIALS shall conform to the respective specifications and other requirements specified below:

A.
Bolts:  Lag, Toggle and Miscellaneous Bolts and Screws:  Type, size and finish, best suited for intended use and/or as shown on the drawings and as determined by the Contracting Officer through submission of appropriate shop drawings.

B.
Screws:  Screws shall be used for attachment to metal; setting and stopping of screws shall be of same quality as required where nails are used.  Joints shall be staggered, concealed, or placed in unobjectionable location. Molded work shall be coped at returns and interior angles and mitered at external corners.  Intersections of flat work shall be shouldered to ease any inherent change in plane.

C.
Nails and Staples:  Size and type best suited for purpose, in accordance with Fed. Spec. FF-N-105B when applicable to type used.  In general, 8-penny or larger nails shall be used for nailing through 1-inch thick lumber and for toe nailing 2-inch thick lumber; 16-penny or larger nails shall be used for nailing through 2-inch thick lumber.

D.
Plywood Underlayment:  Plywood underlayment shall be graded "C Plugged C" in accordance with U.S. Product Standard 51 and shall be produced under U.S. Product Standard PS 51.  Uses for grades shall be as outlined in American Prod. Assoc. Guide to Plywood Grades.  The grade used shall be best suited for intended use.

E.
Species and Grades:  Materials for interior finish shall be selected from any of the following species:  Douglas Fir, White Fir, Idaho White Pine, Northern White Pine, and Ponderosa Pine.  For either stain or natural finish millwork or trim, the grade used shall be the highest grade of the species.  For paint finish millwork and trim, the grade shall be not less than the second grade of the species.

F.
Trim:  Trim shall be clear White Pine or Hemlock Fir and of the maximum practicable length.  Finger joints shall be permitted when finish is painted.  Configuration of trim shall match existing.

G.
Casings:  Casings shall be 3/4-inch thick by widths as required.  Corners shall be mitered.  Install casing 3/8-inch from face of window jambs, nailed to rough jambs and grounds.

H.
Sizes and Patterns:  Lumber sizes and patterns shall conform to Prod. Std. PS 20, and unless otherwise specified, shall be surfaced on four sides.  Sizes and patterns for materials other than lumber shall conform to requirements of the rules or standards under which produced.  Size references, unless otherwise specified, are nominal sizes, and actual sizes shall be within manufacturing tolerances allowed by the standard under which the product is produced.

I.
Moisture Content:  The maximum moisture content of treated or untreated finish lumber, trim, and millwork shall be 12 percent at time of delivery to the job site and when installed in the work.

J.
Grading and Marking:  Hardwood, plywood, and trim shall bear the grademark, stamp, or other identifying marks indicating grades of material and rules or standards under which produced.  Such identifying marks on a material shall be in accordance with the rule or standard under which the material is produced, including requirements for qualifications and authority of the inspection organization, usage of authorized identification, and information included on the identification.  The Board of Review, American Lumber Standards Committee shall certify the inspection agency for lumber, to grade the species used.  Plywood and lumber bundle marking or certificates will be permitted in lieu of marking each individual piece.

EXECUTION:

INSTALLATION:

A.
INSTALLATION OF WOODWORK ITEMS:  Wood work items shall be set at locations indicated and securely anchored to the supporting construction.  Joints with adjacent materials shall be tight and true.  Wood putty or filler may be used to seal the finished joint but in no case shall it be used to correct errors in fitting.  Abutting surfaces shall match parallel.  Mortises, dados, rabbets, interior cut outs and similar finish work shall mate the piece to be jointed exactly.  Provide designs, sizes, and materials indicated or specified or required.  As far as practical, finish and assemble all millwork at the mill.  Interior trim shall be of the design indicated.  Run all trim with channeled backs.  Machine-sand all exposed surfaces at the mill.  Moldings shall be mitered at exterior angles and coped at interior angles.  Make joints tight and in a manner to conceal shrinkage.  Sand all exposed surfaces smooth after installation of millwork and trim.  Fasten trim with finishing nails or with wood screws and glue where required.  Set all nails for putty stopping.  Set wood finish materials straight, plumb, level, in proper alignment, and closely fitted.

B.
TRIM:  Shall be installed straight, plumb, level, and with closely fitted joints.  Blind nailing shall be used to the extent practicable, and face nailing shall be set and stopped with a non-staining putty to match the finish applied if trim is pre-finished and with a non-shrinking wood filler if stopping is accomplished prior to finishing.
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
