CCR’s DUNS +4 Policy Change

Effective February 14, 2000 Central Contractor Registration (CCR) will implement a policy change regarding DUNS +4.

A the present time the DUNS+4, a more specific 13-character identifier than the original 9 digit DUNS, has been available in CCR in order to identify subsidiaries and/or divisions at separate addresses from the registered “main” or “parent” company.   As a result, the Department of Defense is seeing increased inconsistencies in contract reporting where the DUNS reported with the awarded contracts does not match that in the CCR.  

Therefore, Washington Headquarters Services (WHS) has requested that CCR restrict the use of the DUNS+4 convention to be used ONLY as a method to identify different bank accounts, or other such information, of business units at the SAME address. 

As such, CCR is issuing the following policy, which has been coordinated through the Director of Defense Procurement’s Office, regarding the use of DUNS+4’s:   

Effective immediately, the use of DUNS+4 numbers to identify vendors is limited to identifying different CCR records for the same vendor at the same physical location.  For example a vendor could have two records for themselves at the same physical location to identify two separate bank accounts.

Vendors wishing to register their subsidiaries and other entities, should ensure that each additional location obtains a separate DUNS number from Dun & Bradstreet.  Dun & Bradstreet can be contacted at (800) 333-0505.

Vendors that are currently registered in CCR using a DUNS+4 number for reasons other than mentioned above will be contacted by a CCR Team designated to assist in the change.  Until at time, all registrations using the DUNS+4 are considered active and complete.  The DUNS+4 vendors require no action until they receive instruction from the designated CCR Team.

The Program Management Office knows this policy change will allow for a more accurate database and more efficient use of the DUNS +4 mechanism. Realizing the impact on the registered DUNS+4 vendors Ms. Bauso-Hall, CCR Program Manager, states “We have a CCR support team in place to not only contact the effected vendors but to guide them through every step of the transformation.  We’re going to make this as seamless as possible, both for the vendor and the contracting community.”
