PRODUCTS 

2.01
MATERIALS  

A.
Materials furnished under this section shall be standard products of manufacturers regularly engaged in the production of the items, and the most current design which conforms to the requirements specified.

GENERAL FABRICATION REQUIREMENTS

A.
Adhesives:  Shall conform to NWDA I.S. 1 Series, Type I bond for exterior doors and Type II Bond for interior doors.  All adhesives shall be nonstaining. 

B.
Edge Sealing:  All wood end-grain exposed at edges of doors shall be sealed prior to shipment.

C.
Preservative Treatment:  Doors for exterior applications shall have both sides, all 4 edges, and penetrations for hardware waterproofed in accordance with NWDA I.S. 4.

GRADES OF DOORS

A.
Doors to Receive a Natural Finish:

Hardwood Veneer Flush Doors: Grade 1, Book Matched.

Lauan Veneer Flush Doors:  Grade AA.

Hardwood or Softwood Louvered and Paneled Doors:  Premium or Select Grade.

Doors to Receive a Varnish Finish:

Hardwood Veneer Flush Doors: Sound Grade.

DOORS

A.
Honeycomb Hollow Core Wood Flush Doors:  Honeycomb hollow core wood flush doors shall conform to FHDA 7, or NWDA I.S. 1.1 and 1.3 through 1.7.  Doors shall be 5-ply construction, with honeycomb core, solid wood rails, stiles, and lock blocks.  Core shall be expanded corrugate Kraft fiber, rails shall be min 2 1/4" width, stiles shall be min 1" width and lock blocks shall be min 20" long, adjacent to inside of each stile, centered from top to bottom and extending 3 5/8" in from outside of stile.  Hollow core doors shall be the thickness and size, which match the doors being replaced.  Doors shall be lauan, birch or oak veneer as required to match the doors being replaced.

FASTENERS

A.
Fasteners for door installation shall be cadmium or zinc plated steel, stainless steel, or other noncorrosive metal.

BIFOLDING DOORS:

A.
Each section of bifolding doors shall be supplied with 1-1/2 pair’s antique brass plated steel hinges.  1 antique brass plated metal door pull, and 1 antique brass plated steel jamb mounted adjustable lower door pivot. 

B.
Each complete set of bifold doors shall be supplied with a factory prefinished steel headtrack with adjustable upper door pivots and steel tension springs.

BYPASSING DOORS 

A.
Each set of bypassing doors shall be supplied with factory prefinished steel upper and lower tracks, 4 steel door hangers, and 2 antique brass plated metal recessed door pulls.

EXECUTION

GENERAL

A.
The Contractor shall repair and replace wood doors in the quantities indicated on Delivery Orders.

B.
Payment for repair and replacement of wood doors will be made using the appropriate Unit Prices provided by the Contractor on the Bid Schedule.

Door replacement prices shall include removal and disposal of existing doors including builder's hardware; cutting of new door; priming and painting or staining and varnishing of new doors; installation of new doors and hardware.
