 SUBMITTALS:

A. 
General:  Shop drawing materials (MAS) shall be submitted for, but are not limited to, those items listed below in accordance with SPECIAL CLAUSES and SECTION 01300  SUBMITTALS.

1.
Certification of shop drawings and other submittals for completeness and compliance with the contract, and necessary correction thereof prior to submittal, is a contractor responsibility under the contractor quality control provisions of this contract.

SAMPLES:

Samples: 

(a).
(MAS)  Sheet covering a 12" X 12" sample of each proposed material. 

(b).
(MAS)  Base -- 9-inch lengths of each type.

(c).
(MAS)  Edging strips -- 9-inch lengths of each type.

2. 
Descriptive Data:  (MAS)  Manufacturer's descriptive data and installation instructions shall be submitted for approval.  Cleaning and maintenance instructions shall be furnished for information.

3. 
Test Reports:  (MAS)  Copies of the test reports shall be furnished showing that representative samples of the flooring proposed for use have been tested within the past year and conform to the requirements specified herein.

Certificates of Compliance required for all tests.

QUALITY CONTROL:

A.
The Contractor shall establish and maintain control of the work covered under this section to ensure compliance with the contract requirements including but not limited to the items listed below.

Only approved materials are installed.

2.
Material is properly handled and stored.

3.
Installation is as specified.

4.
Floor is cleaned and protected.

DELIVERY AND STORAGE:

A.
Deliver all materials to the building site in original unopened containers.

B.
Store materials in a clean, dry area with temperature maintained above 70 degrees F for one day prior to the installation.

ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS:

A.
Areas to receive resilient flooring shall be maintained at a temperature above 70 degrees F for one day before, during, and after application until final inspection and acceptance.

SCHEDULING:

A.
Resilient Flooring shall be scheduled after any other works which would damage the finished surface of the flooring.      

1.06
PATTERN  COLOR:

A.
The sheeting vinyl flooring color shall be homogeneous and neutral. No sparkling inclusions will be acceptable.  Pattern and style shall be similar to Armstrong "Crown Corlon" or approved equal. Acceptable pattern and color shall be determined by the project Contracting Officer as a result of sample submittal.

2
PRODUCTS

2.01
MATERIALS:

A. 
Sheet Vinyl Flooring:  Sheet vinyl flooring shall conform to Fed Spec L-F-475, Type II, Grade C, Gauge .070, wear layer .035 (RESIDENTIAL GRADE) with felt composition backing.  Sheet vinyl flooring shall be not less than 72-inches wide. 

B. 
Wall Base:  In rooms where base cove is required, the base cove shall be the same as the base cove that was removed at demolition.  If wood base is required, the wood base shall conform and be installed per Division 6, Section 200, "Finish Carpentry".  The wood base shall be 9/16" X 3 1/2" round nose base.  The Contracting Officer shall select the paint color for the wood base from paint manufacturer’s color chips.

C. 
Reducer Strips:  Place resistant edge strips tightly butted to flooring and secure with adhesive.  Install edging strips at all unprotected edges of flooring, unless otherwise shown.

D. 
Adhesive:  Adhesive for sheet vinyl flooring and wall base shall be of a type recommended by the flooring manufacturer.

2.02
SURFACE CONDITIONS:  Before any work under this section is begun,  all defects such as low spots, high spots, and uneven surfaces including old flooring patterns shall have been corrected and deteriorated underlayment replaced.   

A.
The contractor shall use a manufacturer recommended embossing leveler to smooth out existing old floor patterns when ordered on the work order.

3
EXECUTION

3.01
INSTALLATION:

A.
Installation of Sheet Vinyl Flooring:

1.
Sheet vinyl flooring shall be fitted to the room per manufacturer's instruction, including hand cutting, straight scribing, or patter scribing, as necessary to suit job conditions.  After flooring is properly fitted, one-half of a sheet at a time shall be rolled back and adhesive spread on the floor surface.  

2.
Flooring shall be embedded in the spread adhesive and rolled with a three-section roller weighing not less than 100 pounds, starting in the middle of the sheet and rolling outward to expel any trapped air, and to thoroughly embed the flooring in the adhesive. 

3.
Vinyl edges shall be as per manufacturer instruction.

4.
When laying vinyl sheet in bathrooms, remove water closet, lay sheet vinyl and install new sanitary seal and reinstall water closet.  Installation shall be free from any leaking.

B.
Joints and Edge Strips:

1.
At locations where edge of vinyl sheeting will be left exposed, install butt type metal edging strip. 

2.
At locations where edge of vinyl sheeting butts against carpet, install vinyl sheeting-carpet metal joiners. 

3.
Secure strips and joiners with stainless steel screws spaced near each end and not to exceed 8" on centers.  Use expansion shields or fiber plugs in drilled holes for securing to concrete floors.

3.02
CLEANING:

A.
Immediately upon completion of the installation in a room or an area, flooring and adjacent surfaces shall be dry-cleaned with an approved cleaner to remove surplus adhesive. 

B.
Flooring shall be washed with an approved nonalkaline cleaning solution, rinsed thoroughly with clear cold water, and given two coats of polish.  After each polish coat, floors shall be buffed to an even luster with an electric polishing machine.

3.03
PROTECTION:

A.
From the time of laying until acceptance, flooring shall be protected from damage.
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
