1
GENERAL

1.01
WORK INCLUDES:

A.
GENERAL:  Work under this section includes furnishing and installing carpeting including all related accessories as shown on the drawings and as specified herein.

1.
Carpet shall be installed in accordance with the carpet manufactures written installation instruction. If the manufacture has no installation instruction the Contractor shall submit the letter from the manufacturer stating that there is no installation instructions to the Contracting Officer and shall follow the installation procedures as specified here in.

QUALITY CONTROL:  

A. 
Carpet shall have a flammability rating in accordance with DOC-FF1-70, and shall meet acceptance criterion of the Federal Trade Commission.

B.
All carpeting shall have static control fibers sufficient to reduce static when tested by AATCC Test Method 134-1979, under 3500 volts.

SUBMITTALS:

A.
Submit three copies of the manufactures written installation instruction. 

B.
(MAS) Submit three (3), one foot (1') square samples of proposed carpet complete with specification listing all characteristics included in the following materials specification.

C.
(MAS) Submit six (6) complete maintenance manuals.

D.
(MAS) Submit complete range of colors for color selection.

E.
(MAS) Submit one square foot sample of carpet cushion to be used.

F.
(MAS) Submit one lineal foot of each carpet accessory.

G.
DELIVERY AND STORAGE:  Materials delivered to the site shall be inspected for damage, unloaded and stored.  The storage spaces shall be in dry locations with adequate ventilation, free from dust or water and shall permit easy access for inspection and handling.

H.
CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE:  The Contractor shall furnish certificates executed in triplicate, except as specified below, prior to delivery of the certified material to the project site.  

1.
Each certificate shall be signed by the Contractor and an authorized officer of the manufacturing company, and shall bear the name and address of the Contractor, the project location, the quantity, and date or dates of the applicable shipment or delivery.  

2.
Certificates will be required for carpet and carpet cushion.

2
PRODUCTS

2.01
MATERIALS:

A.
Carpet shall meet the following specifications:

1.
Pile: Solution dyed Genesis continuous filament 100% BCF Olefin twisted heat set cut pile with stain resistant fibers equal to Dupont Stainmaster, Allied Anso V "Worry Free," Monsanto's Gold or Silver Label, or 3M's Scotchguard "Stain Release."

2.
Pile Height:  1/2 inch.

3.
Gauge:  1/8.

4.
Stitches per inch:  8.5 spi.

5.
Yarn Weight:  42 ounce.

6.
Primary Backing:  Polypropylene.

7.
Secondary Backing:  Actionbac.

8.
Anti-Static Warranty:  Permanent.

9.
Traffic Classification:  Residential - meets FHA/HUD Standards.

10.
Mill representation:  Anchorage.

As a guideline for carpet style, texture, and color range, refer to "Color Flair Style #B-166" by Downs' Carpet Co.

B. 
Carpet Color Selection:  the Contracting Officer shall make Color selection.  Color shall be selected from the manufacturer's standard colors

C.
Carpet Cushion:  All carpet shall be installed over a 1/2" cushion of 7-lb density pad.  Pad shall be mildew resistance, non-allergenic and be made of synthetic material.

D.
Tack strip shall be type "C" wood residential tack strip.

E.
Seam tape shall be back applied nylon reinforcing heat seam tape specifically manufactured for use with carpets.

1.
A toothed joining strip may be used as approved by the Contracting Officer's representative.  Carpet shall be cut, laid, and rated over such joining strip as recommended by the strip manufacturer and the carpet manufacturer.

2.02
EDGE STRIPS:  Shall be the nailed type with toothed metal base and rolled over carpet edge commonly referred to as "nap-lock."  Surface nailed extruded or formed edge strip shall not be accepted.

3
EXECUTION

3.01
PREPARATION:  

A.
Inspect areas to receive carpet, report any defects in substrate for correction.  Commencing work indicates acceptance of surface.

B.
Clean surface with vacuum to remove dust or loose particles that might interfere with bond or serviceability of installation.

C.
Removed carpet shall be disposed of as directed by the Contracting Officer.

D.
All staples, nails, tack, or other surface protuberances shall be removed so that the surface to receive carpet shall be smooth and clean.  All existing tack strips shall be removed and disposed of and loose substrate shall be refastened.  All existing quarter round moulding shall be removed and the remaining surface shall be left smooth.

3.02
INSTALLATION:

A.
Install over carpet cushion at all areas where carpet is indicated following the manufacturer's recommended procedures and recommendations for adhesives, seam cements, and cross joining.

B.
Where carpet pad is used, install carpet using tackless stripping or equal approved method of installation.  Install carpet gripper in accordance with manufacturer's recommended procedures.

C.
Lay carpeting with the least possible seaming, and locate seams perpendicular to the line of traffic.  Make all seams with the pile of adjoining pieces running the same direction and the pattern of adjoining piece matching so that the seam is practically invisible.

D.
Seal all major seams.  Seal raw edges of cutouts with a cement recommended by the carpeting manufacturer.

E.
Install carpeting under open bottom items such as heating convectors, etc., and install carpeting tight against columns, walls, cabinets, etc., so that all portions of the floor area are covered with carpeting.  Install carpeting around all floor outlets and similar obstructions.

F.
Seams:

1.
Seaming shall not be used as a means of utilizing scrap material to pursue the work or as a means of correcting errors in carpet laying.

2.
Seams shall be made so that the fiber pattern and lay off the nap is continuous.

3. 
Seam shall be made with seam tape or toothed joining strip.  If tape is used, tape glue shall be heated with an iron designed specifically for that purpose; carpet shall be cut and laid in place nap side up and seamed in place.  Glue shall be well heated to a consistency that will ensure a positive hold over the entire tape surface.  No glue shall be inadvertently dripped or run over the nap of the carpet.

4.
Seam shall present an invisible finished appearance.  The seam joining system shall be employed from the beginning to the end of the seam with no laps or gaps.

G.
Edge Strips:  Shall be fastened to the floor with 3/4-inch minimum barbed nails, spaced not more than 4inches on centers.  Metal edge strips shall be "rolled over"  the carpet with a tool designed for the purpose.  The finished surface of the strip shall be smooth and free of variations in elevation due to installation.  No tool marks, dents, or other detracting installation deformities will be allowed.

1.
Metal edge strips shall be used at all thresholds and all meeting lines with other floor finish.

H.
Carpet:  Shall be laid so that the finished edges conform exactly to the configuration of the floor surface.  Cuts for turning corners shall not be over-cut or undercut.

I.
Tack Strip:  Shall be installed no farther from baseboard surfaces that is required to tuck the cut edge between the wall surface and tack strip edge.  In no case shall carpet be simply laid over the tack strip without neatly tucking the edge as previously stated.  The gully space shall not be more than 1/4 inch unless approved by the Contracting Officer.

1.
Tack strip shall be fastened with 3/4-inch minimum barbed nails spaced not more than 6 inches on center.  No tack strip shall be installed with less than two nails.

2.
Tack strips shall be laid butt-to-butt around the entire area to be covered except at thresholds and meeting lines with other flooring.

J.
Carpet Pad:  Shall be laid snugly against tack strip edges without stretching the pad.

1.
Pad shall be of a single piece in any single room, or area of use.  Upon approval by the Contracting Officer in certain areas where the smallest dimension is  greater than the roll width of the pad goods used, splices may be made in the same manner as prescribed elsewhere herein for carpet seaming.

2.
Pad shall be stapled to the substrate at the edges at intervals no greater than 12 inches.  Pad shall also be stapled at other points within the area to be carpeted as recommended by the pad and/or carpet manufacturer.

3.
No gaps or overlaps in pad installation will be allowed.

K.
Installation and Stretching Procedure:  Shall be as stipulated by the carpet manufacturer.

1.
Door Clearance:  Existing wood doors shall be checked to see that door binding against newly installed carpet does not occur, Contractor shall scribe and cut off bottom of existing door to gain clearance of not more than 1/4 inch.  Any existing interior door that is metal that will interfere with newly installed carpet shall be removed and replaced with a new wood door per enclosed Spec. 08.210.  Bottom of newly installed wood door shall have clearance of not more than  1/4 inch above newly installed carpet. The decision to replace metal doors that may interfere with the new laid carpet shall be made by the government.

a.
Existing Wood Doors:  The existing wood door bottom solid base plate shall be checked for height and if it is of sufficient height then it shall be cut for carpet clearance.  If the door base plate is such that cutting it makes the door structurally unsound then the door shall not be cut and shall be removed and set aside.  Under no circumstances shall the door be cut into the hollow core.

3.03.
REPAIR STOCK:  In addition to materials installed, supply repair stock of a 2 square yard portion rolled up and located in a closet area.  This additional repair stock shall be from roll stock and not from scrap pieces.

A.
Any existing wood baseboard that is damaged or has its paint surface damaged by removing quarter round and/or base during carpet and/or vinyl sheet installation shall be reworked and finished as called out in paragraph 3.01  Section 06200.

B.
Any existing rubber/vinyl base that is damaged during carpet and/or vinyl sheet installation shall be replaced as called out in paragraph 3.01  Section 09920.

3.04.
CLEAN UP:

A.
Remove any spillage of adhesive from face of carpet.

B.
Leave carpet "vacuum" clean - protect from construction dirt and damage by covering with heavy paper or plastic protective covering.

3.05.
QUALITY CONTROL:  The Contractor shall establish and maintain control of the work covered under this section to ensure compliance with the contract requirements, including but not limited to the items listed below:

A.
Only approved materials are installed.

B.
Surfaces have been properly prepared for applications.

C.
Work is laid out as required.

D.
Carpet seams are made and accessories are provided as specified.

E.
All damaged carpet is repaired or replaced.

F.
Carpet is cleaned and protected after installation until inspection and acceptance.

3.06.
CARPET REPAIRS:  

A.
General:  These services shall include the restretching carpet, taking up and laying pieces of carpeting, cutting, fitting, binding and general mending or repairing holes, slits, torn areas or worn areas.

1.
All repairs to carpet shall be done in accordance with manufactures written instruction, by matching, as close as possible, the patch with the original carpeting.  The Contractor shall furnish pieces of carpeting required in patching. 

2.
Restretching of existing carpet shall be done in accordance with Manufactures written instruction.

B.
The contractor shall be responsible for the determining the type of carpet before any repairs are made and submit in writing the type and fiber of pile, primary backing,  secondary backing and whether the carpet needs to be resprayed with new stain resistant and static control spray.
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
