GENERAL:

A.
The Contractor shall provide cyclic interior painting of various Family Housing units.

B.
The Contractor shall do all incidental repairs to the unit to prepare the unit for painting.

C.
The Contractor shall establish and maintain quality control of the work covered under these sections to insure compliance with the contract requirements in accordance with the special clauses.

D.
The Contractor shall verify all measurements and conditions at the contract locations.  Contractor shall be responsible for all dimensions, fittings, connections and proper installation of items directly connected with this contract.

E.
If the Contractor has to move appliances to accomplish the required work the Contractor shall be required to return them to there original positions and reconnect any that he disconnected.

1.03
DEFINITION:

A.
The term "paint" as used herein includes emulsions, enamels, paints, stains, varnishes, sealers, cement-emulsion filler and other coating, whether used as prime, intermediate, or finish coat.

B. 
The term "Ceiling" as used herein shall mean that portion of the room opposite and parallel to the floor.

C. 
The term "Walls" as used herein shall mean all other areas perpendicular to the floor and slanting areas such as found in stairwells.

D. 
The term "Cabinets" as used herein shall mean interior and exterior surfaces of wood-finished kitchen cabinets, painted wood kitchen cabinets, utility, storage, and laundry cabinets, bathroom and medicine cabinets.

E. 
The term "Doors" as used herein shall mean closet doors, cabinet doors, interior room doors, and exterior doors.

F. 
The term "stairwell" as used herein shall mean the vertical shaft or opening containing a stairway to include ceiling, walls and handrail.

G. 
The term "closets" as used herein shall mean a small room or enclosed recess for storing to include shelving, partition, walls, and ceiling.

H. 
The term "Pipe" as used herein shall mean all pipe insulated or uninsulated, except, pipes in the basement, or chromium finished pipe.

I. 
The term "Trim" as used herein shall mean millwork, primarily moldings and/or trim to finish off and cover joints around windows and door openings, also all interior surfaces of side jambs, sill, and wood top rails, stiles, bottom rails muntins, meeting rails, all wooden baseboard.

1.04
PACKAGING, LABELING, AND STORAGE: 

A.
Paints shall be in sealed containers that legibly show the designated name, formula or specification number, batch number, color, quantity, date of manufacture, manufacturer's formulation number, manufacturer's directions including any warnings and special precautions, and name of manufacturer.

B.
Pigmented paints shall be furnished in containers not larger than 5 gallons. 

C.
Emulsion paints shall be stored to prevent freezing.

D.
Paints shall be stored on the project site or segregated at the source of supply sufficiently in advance of need to allow 30 days for testing.  

1.05 
SUBMITTALS:

A.
Material Submittals:

1.
Sample Panels:  A complete liquid glaze coating system shall be applied to a panel of the same material as that on which the coating will be applied in the work and shall be submitted for approval for each color specified.  The approved sample panels will be used quality control in applying the glaze coating system.

2.
Samples:  While the material is at the site or source of supply.  The Contractor and the Contracting Officer at a time agreeable, shall take a quart sample of each color and batch. With the exception for quantities of 50 gallons or less, shall be taken by random selection from the sealed containers by the Contractor in the presence of a representative of the Contracting Officer.  The contents of the sampled containers shall be thoroughly mixed to ensure that the sample is representative.  Samples shall be identified by designated name, specification number, manufacturer name and address, batch number, project contact number, intended use, and quantity involved.

3.
Proprietary Paint Materials:  The Contractor shall submit for approval the names, quantity represented, and intended use for the proprietary brands of materials proposed to substitute for the specified materials when the required quantity of a particular color is 50 gallons or less.

B.
Project Control Submittal:

1.
Certificates of Compliance:  Except for lead-based metal primers for use in concealed spaces. A certificate of compliance shall be furnished in accordance with the SPECIAL CLAUSE attesting that all paints proposed for use in residential structures or other structures which are readily accessible to children contain not more than 0.06 percent lead, as defined in paragraph HAZARDOUS MATERIALS RESTRICTIONS.

2. 
Manufacturer's Instructions:  Detailed mixing, thinning and application instructions, minimum and maximum application temperature, and curing and drying times between coats shall be furnished. Detailed application instructions shall be furnished for textured coatings.

3.
Test Report: The Contractor shall furnish a statement as to the quantity represented and the intended use, plus the following test report for batches in excess of 50 gallons:

a.
A test report showing that the proposed batch to be used meets all specification requirements, or;

b. 
A test report showing that a previous batch of the same formulation as the batch to be used met all specification requirements, plus, on the proposed batch to be used, a report of test results for properties of weight per gallon, viscosity, fineness of grind, drying time, color and gloss.

1.06
COLOR AND TINTS: 

A.
Colors shall conform to Fed. Std. 595 and shall be as selected. 

1.
Stains shall conform in shade to manufacturer's standard color. 

2.
The color of the undercoat primer shall vary slightly from the color of the next coat.

3.
Tinting of paints shall be done by the manufacturer. 

1.07
QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISIONS: 

A.
When samples are tested, approval of materials will be based on tests of the samples; otherwise, materials will be approved based on test reports furnished with them. 

B.
If materials are approved based on test reports furnished, samples will be retained by the Government for testing should the materials appear defective during or after application. 

C.
In addition to any other remedies under the contract the cost of retesting defective materials will be at the Contractor's expense.

1.08
ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS:

A.
Unless otherwise recommended by the paint manufacturer, the ambient temperature shall be between 45 and 95 degrees F when applying coating other than water-thinned, epoxy, moisture-cure polyurethane, and liquid glaze coatings. 

B.
Water-thinned coatings will be applied only when ambient temperature is between 50 and 90 degrees F. 

C.
Epoxy, moisture-cure polyurethane, and liquid glaze coatings will be applied only within the minimum and maximum temperatures recommended by the coating manufacturer. 

D.
Moisture-cure polyurethane will not be applied when the relative humidity is below 30 percent.  Paints, except water-thinned types, shall be applied only to surfaces that are completely free of moisture as determined by sight or touch. 

E.
In no case shall paint be applied to surfaces which have visible frost or ice.

PART 2   PRODUCTS

2.01
MATERIALS:

A.
General:  Materials shall conform to the requirements listed herein and in the PAINTING SCHEDULE.  Except when the required amount of material of a particular color is 50 gallons or less, in which case an approved first-line proprietary paint material with similar intended usage and color to that specified may be used.

2.02
HAZARDOUS MATERIALS RESTRICTIONS:

A.
General:  Paints and painting practices shall comply with all applicable state and local laws enacted to insure compliance with Federal Clean Air Standards.

B.
Lead:  Except for lead-based metal primers for use in concealed spaces, paints containing lead in excess of 0.06 percent by weight of the total nonvolatile content (calculated as lead metal) shall not be used in residential structures or other structures which are readily accessible to children.

PART
3
EXECUTION

3.01
SURFACE PREPARATION:

A.
General Requirements:

1.
General:  The Contractor shall prepare all surfaces to ensure complete final coat coverage and hiding of newly prepared surfaces.  Contractor shall ensure that final coat has minimum millage thickness as specified, or the Contractor shall repeat surface preparation and recoating at no additional cost to the Government.

a.
The Contractor shall be responsible for moving and protecting all appliances, window shades, and venetian blinds, from damage by painting operations.  All damaged items will be repaired and/or replaced by the Contractor. 

b.
Special attention shall be given to proper preparation of window frames and trim.  The Contractor shall ensure that windows are not painted shut.

2.
Items not to be painted which are in contact with or adjacent to painted surfaces shall be removed or protected prior to surface preparation and painting operations; To include but not limited to:

a.
All hardware, 

b.
Hardware accessories,

c.
Door knobs,

d.
Lighting fixtures,

e.
Exhaust fan grilles,

f. 
Window catches shall be:

(1)
Cleaned of all paint

(2)
Repositioned if removed after completion of final coat of paint.

g.
The removal of nails and picture hangers. 

h.
Varnished surfaces.

I.
All existing loose or peeling paint on ceilings, walls, shelves, closets, windows, metal surfaces, etc., shall be removed by scraping and then sanding smooth.  All new or bare wood surfaces shall be primed before painting. 

3. 
Thermostats, telephones, telephone cords, and similar items shall be protected, and cleaned of all fresh paint. 

4.
The Contractor shall remove the following items prior to painting, provide, and replace those items with new.  All new items shall be submitted to the Contracting officer for approval. The new items are as follows:

a.
Door stops:  New door stops shall be installed at every door.  All doorstops shall be of the same type and manufacture.

b.
Wall covers:  To include, new telephone jack, electrical outlet and switch covers.  All wall covers shall be of the same type and manufacture.  

c.
Base molding:  Rubber Base mold which has been previously painted, missing ,or is not a uniform color shall be replaced.  All new rubber base mold shall be of the same type and manufacture. 

d.
Rubber stair treads:   All basement stairs shall have new rubber stair tread installed.  All new rubber stair tread shall be of the same type and manufacture. 

5.
Ceilings, Walls, Shelves and Closets:

a.
Existing varnished areas to receive paint (approved by Contracting Officer's Representative) i.e. shall be prepared by sanding, scraping or other means approved by the Contracting Officer. 

b.
Deep scratches, cavities, notches, abrasions and small holes up to two inches across shall be patched, using the perforated tape and joint cement or other approved methods, in order to acquire a secure and sanded surface. 

c.
Damaged joints, breaks, and depressions (existing gypsum board) shall be repaired as specified below:

d.
Remove old loose and damaged tape, compound, and paint, down to clean dry surfaces. 

e.
Joint compound, shall be pre-mixed and shall be forced into the recessed edges of the boards with a taping knife.  The channels shall be filled.  Reinforcing tape shall be applied over the full length of the break.  The tape shall be embedded in the compound.  Excess compound shall be removed, after which the tape shall be given a thin coating of compound. 

f.
A second coating of joint compound shall be applied to the joints. The, coating shall be feathered out as far as may be necessary in order to obtain a flush surface.  The joints shall be sanded lightly when dry with 80-120 sandpaper to leave a smooth, flush surface.  Care shall be taken not to scuff the paper surface of the wallboard when sandpapering the joint compound. 

j.
Nailing Depressions: All boards shall fit tightly against the supporting framework before concealing the nailing depressions.  The depressions shall be filled with three coats of joint compound, and each coating shall be allowed to dry before the succeeding coat or treatment is applied.  Where necessary, the last coat shall be sanded with 80-120 sandpaper to leave a smooth finish flush with the unsacred paper face of the wallboard. 

k.
Corner Treatment: Corners shall be treated in the manner specified for joints, except that the reinforcing tape shall be folded lengthwise through the middle and fitted neatly to the corner. 

l.
Existing Textured Ceiling and Walls: Some existing walls and ceilings are badly textured, which need to be removed or retextured upon Contracting Officer's request.  The Contractor shall smooth the texture from these specified areas using #60-80 Sandpaper or other approved method.  It is estimated that 1% of the total square footage for walls and ceilings as shown on the apartment square foot totals table are badly textured (see Exhibit 1, FRA, FGA, FWA).  

m.
Cracks between the ceiling trim and the ceiling surface, between the ceiling trim and wall surface, and between the floor and baseboard trim shall be filled with taping compound or a paint grade caulking compound, sealed and painted.  Nail holes, bad joints, cracks, etc.; in the trim shall be filled flush and smooth.  Rough spots, old paint runs, etc., shall be removed from trim and surface left smooth, and renailed 2-inches each side of the nail hole. 

n.
All lumps, runs, or rough areas shall be sanded and prime coated to present an even surface prior to application of paint.  The prepared surface shall be free from runs, drops, ridges, waves, laps, sags, and lace curtain effects. 

o.
All popped sheetrock nails shall be driven in, set and secured with a sheetrock screw and the resulting holes filled with spackle or taping compound and sanded flush and smooth.  All other protruding tacks, staples or nails shall be pulled from all areas and all surfaces.  

p.
Nail holes, cracks in walls, trim or other surfaces to be painted shall be filled with spackle, putty or taping compound, allowed to dry, then sanded smooth.  

q.
All roughness or defects in the walls shall be filled flush with spackle, allowed to dry, sanded smooth, and sealed with one (1) coats of sealer. 

r.
The Contractor shall spot prime all patchwork prior to painting.  All cracks in trim joints or other woodwork, nail holes or defects in millwork shall be filled with putty, wood dough or caulking and sanded smooth with the surrounding surfaces and primed before painting.  

s.
Defects on the doors, such as dents, holes, scratches, checking, and, open grain will be spackled and the door sanded smooth.  

(1)
Enamel painted doors shall have the top layer of enamel prepared by sanding, removing sanding dust, and applying one coat of primer TT-P-1511 and one finish coat of TT-P-1511. 

(2)
Before painting, all paint build-up on door edges will be removed by sanding.  The surface will then be sealed with an agent specifically made for prevention of "burns" before application of paint.  

t.
Cracks up to l/2" in width shall be repaired by Contractor.  All cracks in excess of l/l6" in gypsum wallboard and ceiling panels shall be retaped, top coated, sanded smooth, primed and finish painted.  

u.
Taping will not exceed 50 feet per each apartment.  (This does not include taping under SECTION: GYPSUM BOARD REPLACEMENT).  Holes and indentations shall be repaired. 

v.
These instructions on surface preparation apply to all areas.  

w.
All spackling, filling or puttying of defects will be with the use of a putty knife or taping knife, forcing the material into the void. 

6.
Exposed ferrous metals, including nails on or in contact with surfaces to be painted with water-thinned paints, shall be spot-primed with a suitable corrosion-inhibitive primer capable of preventing flash rusting and compatible with the coating specified for the adjacent areas.

B.
Cleaning:

1.
General:  Metal, chemicals (other than thinners), nylon or glass cleaning material, i.e., steel wool, Brillo, chore girl, SOS pads, or other abrasive material, or sharp edged tools such as knives, scrapers, screwdrivers, shall not be used to remove fresh paint drops, film, or spatters, runs, drips, etc., from any surfaces, hardware, or quarters equipment, or appliances.  Excess paint shall be removed by using soft, dry or damp cloths moistened with paint compatible liquid agent.  All existing and new paint shall be removed from windowpanes. (See Exception 1).  

a.
Exception 1:  Existing and new paint on interior glass panes shall be removed using razor blades, scrapers, or other means approved by the contracting officer.

b.
All surfaces shall be clean and free of foreign matter before application of paint or surface treatments. 

c.
Oil and grease shall be removed with clean cloths and cleaning solvents prior to mechanical cleaning.  Cleaning solvents shall be of low toxicity with a flashpoint in excess of 100 degrees F. 

d.
Cleaning shall be programmed so that dust and other contaminants will not fall on wet, newly painted surfaces.  Items removed prior to painting shall be replaced when painting is completed.

2.
Gypsum Board Surfaces:  Gypsum board surfaces shall be dry and shall have all loose dirt and dust removed by brushing with a soft brush, rubbing with a dry cloth, or vacuum-cleaning prior to application of paint. The kitchen, dining room and bath shall be washed with tsp, and clean rinsed with water prior to painting.

C.
Wood Surfaces:

1.
General:  All wood surfaces or trim, i.e., casing, stops, base shoe, baseboard, etc., that is loose, separate, bulging or warped shall be nail, and pulled as close as possible to adjoining surface or surfaces. 

a.
All previously painted wood doors and trim surfaces shall be roughened by sanding and washed down with tsp so final finish will adhere. 

2.
Preparation:  Wood surfaces to be painted shall be cleaned of foreign matter.  Wood surfaces adjacent to surfaces to receive water-thinned paints shall be primed and/or touched up before applying water-thinned paints.

3.
Knots:  Small, dry seasoned knots shall be scraped, cleaned and given a thin coat of knot sealer, Mil. Spec. MIL-S-12935, before application of the priming coat.  Pitch on large, open, unseasoned knots and all other beads or streaks of pitch shall be scraped off, or if it is still soft, removed with mineral spirits or turpentine, and the resinous area shall be thinly coated with knot sealer.

4.
Surfaces shall be checked to insure that finishing nails have been properly set, and shall be primed.  After priming, all holes and imperfections in finish surfaces shall be filled with putty or plastic wood filler, colored to match the finish coat if natural finish is required, allowed to dry, and sanded smooth with sandpaper.  Putty or wood filler used shall be compatible with subsequent coatings.  Painting shall proceed when the moisture content of the wood does not exceed 12 percent as measured by a moisture meter, unless otherwise authorized.

5.
Staining Wood Surfaces:  Interior wood surfaces to receive stain including handrails, shall be sanded or shall be stained to the approved shade.  In addition, oak and other open-grain wood shall be given a coat of wood filler not less than 8 hours after the application of stain.  Excess filler shall be removed.

6.
Fire-retardant Treatment:  Surfaces that must receive fire-retardant treatment shall be finished with fire-retardant paint as recommended by the manufacturer.

D.
Interior Wood Floors:

1.
Sanding of wood floors is specified in SECTION: 09-560 FLOOR REFINISHING.  Oak or similar open-grain wood shall be filled with wood filler recommended by the finish manufacturer and the excess filler removed.

2.
Wood floors which have been ordered to be refinished by sanding shall be coated with a water base floor finish which is recommend by the wood flooring manufacture.

E.
Metal Surfaces:

1. 
Loose or imbedded dirt and loose or checked paints shall be removed from radiators accessible to view by wire brushing, scraping, or other approved methods, followed by sanding and cleaning. 

2.
Convector covers shall be scraped or wire brushed and sanded to leave fins or openings in convector clean and ready for painting.  Flat surfaces shall be sanded smooth, left clean and ready for painting. 

3.
Traps and valves shall be wire brushed and left smooth and clean. 

4.
Exposed pipes, electrical conduits, etc. shall be cleaned or wire brushed as needed to leave a smooth clean surface for painting. 

5.
Radiator valves and traps - wire brushed and, left smooth and clean. 

3.02
MIXING AND THINNING:

A.
General:

1.
Unless otherwise recommended by the manufacturer, paints may be thinned immediately prior to application with not more than 1 pint of suitable thinner per gallon when necessary to suit conditions of surface, temperature, weather and application methods.  The use of thinner shall not relieve the Contractor from obtaining complete hiding, full film thickness, or required gloss.

2.
Paints of different manufacturers shall not be mixed.

3.03
APPLICATION:

A.
General Requirements:  Paint may be applied by brush, roller or spray.  At the time of application, paint shall show no signs of deterioration.  Uniform suspension of pigments shall be maintained during application.  Each coat of paint shall be applied so dry film shall be of uniform thickness and free from runs, drops, ridges, waves, pinholes or other voids, laps, brush marks and variations in color, texture and finish.  Hiding shall be complete.  Rollers for applying paints and enamels shall be of a type designed for the coating to be applied and the surface to be coated.  Special attention shall be given to insure that all edges, corners, crevices, welds and rivets receive a film thickness equal to that of adjacent painted surfaces.

B.
Adequate ventilation shall be provided during paint application.  Respirators shall be worn by all persons engaged in spray painting.  Adjacent areas shall be protected by approved precautionary measures.

C.
The first coat on plaster, gypsum wall board, and other surfaces include repeated touching up of suction spots or overall application of primer of sealer to produce uniform color and gloss.  The first coat on both faces of wood doors shall be applied at essentially the same time. Each varnish coat shall be sanded lightly prior to application of subsequent coats.

D.
Paints, except water-thinned types, shall be applied only to surfaces that are completely free of moisture as determined by sight or touch.  Floor sealer shall be given additional touch-up coats as necessary to eliminate dull spots.  Excess sealer shall be wiped off after each application.

E.
Time Between Surface Preparation and Painting:  Surfaces that have been cleaned, pretreated, and otherwise prepared for painting shall be given a coat of the specified first coat as soon as practical after such pretreatment has been completed, but prior to any deterioration of the prepared surface.

F.
Coating Progress:  Sufficient time shall elapse between successive coats to permit proper drying.  This period shall be modified as necessary to suit weather conditions.  Oil-based or oleoresinous solvent-type paints shall be considered dry for recoating when the paint feels firm, does not deform or feel sticky under moderate pressure of the thumb, and the application of another coat of paint does not cause the undercoat to lift or lose adhesion.


G.
Metal Surfaces:  First coats other than vinyl paints or vinyl-type wash coats shall be applied by brush.  The three-coat paint systems specified for exterior and interior ferrous surfaces shall be applied so that their dry-film thickness at any point shall be not less than 4.0 mils, with the primer having a minimum dry-film thickness of 1.5 mils.

3.04
SURFACES TO BE PAINTED:

A.
Surfaces listed in the PAINTING SCHEDULE other than those listed in paragraphs SURFACES NOT REQUIRING PAINTING, will receive the surface preparation, paints and numbers of coats prescribed in the schedule.

3.05
SURFACES NOT REQUIRING PAINTING:  

A.
The following listed items will not require painting:

1.
Plastic-coated wainscot, metal kitchen cabinets, stair treads, factory finished baseboard heaters, linoleum, and storm doors

3.06
CLEANING:

A.
Cloths, cotton waste and other debris that might constitute a fire hazard shall be placed in closed metal containers and removed at the end of each day. 

B.
Upon completion of the work, the Contractor shall ensure the following items are accomplished:

1.
Staging, scaffolding, and containers shall be removed from the site or destroyed in an approved manner.  Paint and other deposits on adjacent surfaces shall be removed.

2.
Floors including stairs and landings shall be cleaned and free of dust, marks and scuffs.  Resilient tile floors shall be cleaned with a damp mop.

3.
Walls woodwork and closet shelving shall be clean and free of dust and marks.

4.
Cabinets shall be empty, clean and free of dust and doors shall be left open.

5.
Doors and windows glass shall be clean, free of dust smudges, tape, tape marks and paint.

6.
Furnishing if any shall be free of dirt and dust.

7.
Trash and garbage cans shall be empty and cleaned.

8.
Sinks, water closets and tubs shall be clean, free of dust, dirt and paint.

9.
Appliances shall be clean and free of dust and paint.

10.
The Contractor shall insure that the entire job is left clean and acceptable.

3.07
PAINTING SCHEDULE:

A
General:  The PAINTING SCHEDULE prescribes the surfaces to be painted, and the number and types of coats of paint.
